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Bridging The Gap: From Elementary to High School 

When we get the pupils in the 9th grade we expect them to know the following:
1) Basic vocabulary of at least 2000 words.
2)  Basic language knowledge:
· Capital Letters in the beginning of sentence and name
· a / an / the 

· object pronouns – me, you, him, her, it, us, them.
· possessive pronouns – my, your, his, her, its, our, their.
· be – past, present and future forms.  
· have / has

· possessive – s

· adjectives + adverbs

· modals: can, could, should, must, may
· semi modals: have to, be able to. 
5  basic tenses: positive, negative and question forms:

· present simple
· present progressive

· past simple (pupils should know at least 50 irregular verbs)
· past progressive

· future 
3)  Listening skills: The pupils should be able to understand the teacher when he/she talks only in English. They should have experience in  Listening Comprehension in class. 
4)  Speaking skills: The pupils should be able to ask and answer questions in English. 
5)  Reading skills:  The pupils should be able to read short passages and do independent work. They should have experience in reading books (moderated). 
6)  Writing skills: The pupils should be able to write fully developed sentences and to connect them to a short paragraph / a short story.
